79 MINUTES.  The Minutes of the Meeting of the Council held on 15 December 2009 and the Minutes of the Special Meeting of the Council held on 5 January 2010 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Mayor.

80 MAYOR'S ANNOUNCEMENTS.  The Mayor asked Members to check their pigeon holes for a declaration form in relation to related party transactions and to complete and return this declaration form to the Democratic Services Manager by Tuesday 23 February 2010.  She also hoped members would support her last charity event of the year - the Grand Charity Ball – to be held on Saturday 24 April 2010 at the Grandstand.
81 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. Declarations of interest were made by Councillors in items on the agenda, as set out below each of the relevant items.
82 QUESTIONS UNDER STANDING ORDER NO. 6.
(a)  Access to Polling Stations: Councillor David Buxton asked the following question and was answered by the Chairman of the Strategy and Resources Committee, Committee, Councillor Keith Mann:
Question:

According to Scope's survey on election day in 2005, volunteers surveyed over 2,000 polling stations and found that 68% of polling stations could be inaccessible to a disabled person.  What percentage of polling stations in the Borough of Epsom & Ewell are fully accessible to disabled voters, e.g. with low-level polling booths.  Also, does the council take any special measures to ensure that postal voting/ballot papers are accessible to disabled voters, e.g. those who are visually impaired? 

Reply:

Yes, I can confirm all polling stations in the borough have permanent disabled access except for one school which we provide a ramp to for use on polling day.

The polling booths that we use are the Pakflatt booths.  These can accommodate 4 voters at a time and each booth has 1 lower shelf specially designed for use by wheelchair users.
In each polling station there is an enlarged copy of the ballot paper displayed and a laminated handheld version also.

The staff on duty at each polling station are provided with training and extra guidance is in the handbooks that are provided to all polling station staff.  These handbooks provide guidance so that the staff are aware of the help that is available to disabled voters i.e. whether the voter requires the help of the polling station staff or from a companion.  Each polling station also is supplied with a voting device for use by voters with sight disabilities – this device can be placed over the ballot paper and has both bold print and Braille numbers on it.

The regulations no longer require a voter to give a reason for having a postal vote so we do not have information as to who is visually impaired.  Although there is currently no special postal voting paperwork supplied automatically we can, and have previously, given help to visually impaired voters that have requested assistance.  We have provided one to one personal help by reading and explaining paperwork and assisting in the checking that the paperwork is completed inc the marking of ballot papers, we have also produced enlarged copies of ballot papers when asked.
(b)  Residents’ Parking Scheme:  Councillor Anna Jones asked the following question and was answered by the Chairman of the Environment Committee, Councillor Jean Smith:
Question:

In light of the RA chairman's comments on parking at the last meeting of the Local Committee, does the RA group give its full backing to a Residents' Parking Scheme in those parts of the Borough where a majority of local residents want one?

Reply:

I thank Councillor Jones for her question which refers to comments made at a Surrey County Council Local Committee meeting.

As Chairman of the Environment Committee I am responsible for a range of functions as outlined in the Environment Committee’s Terms of Reference.  I am not responsible for the comments made by any councillor(s) at Borough or County meetings.

As Councillor Jones knows, the matter of Residents’ Parking Schemes is being discussed at the Joint Parking Strategy Group and part of the discussions will be about how schemes are drawn up and the mechanisms for consultation.  I think open discussion and debate in the Joint Parking Strategy Group will bring about a better understanding of the problems and solutions than attempts to determine policy through Standing Order No.6 Questions.
(c)  Air Quality in Epsom Town Centre and Ewell Village:  Councillor Anna Jones asked the following question and was answered by the Chairman of the Social Committee, Councillor Christine Long:
Question:

With air pollution in the centres of Epsom town and Ewell village continuing to be high, what practical actions has this council taken to improve air quality and what has the impact been?

Reply:

The first stage is to measure.  Councillor Jones will be aware that the Council has monitored air quality in Ewell village for some time and has recently begun enhanced monitoring in Epsom town Centre but full results for Epsom as yet are not available. 

The main source of pollution in both areas is traffic related.  Members will be aware that highways are a county function and so amelioration will depend upon measures to be taken by Surrey County Council.

This Council will shortly be consulting with stakeholders with respect to the findings in Ewell village to identify what action can be taken.  However most of the practical steps will need to be taken by the County.  This in turn will be referred to the appropriate local committee.

Should similar results be found in Epsom Town Centre again consultation with stakeholders would take place and if appropriate (at that time) the findings will again be referred to the local committee
(d)  10:10 Campaign:  Councillor Julie Morris asked the following question and was answered by the Chairman of the Strategy and Resources Committee, Councillor Keith Mann:
Question:

With regard to the council's participation in the 10:10 campaign:

(a)
What are the dates of our baseline year and how will the council be keeping track of emissions?
(b)
Does the council have its own 10:10 Action Plan?
(c)
What percentage is the council's target for reducing emissions?
(d)
Will the council be using the 10:10 logo to communicate participation during the action year and how will the council be encouraging its staff and councillors, suppliers/contractors to sign up to the campaign, which should also involve residents and businesses?

Reply:

(a)
Baseline year 2009-10 to be compared with 2010-11:  This will enable the council to use data prepared for the National Indicator 185 to track changes.

(b)
We have not prepared a plan specifically for 10:10 but have been working to reduce emissions for several years.  Energy consumption targets for individual buildings were approved by Strategy and Resources Committee in September 2009.  The new vehicle fleet, delivered during 2009-10, also meets high emission standards.
(c)
Working targets are being continuously updated in the light of experience. The latest projected  gas and electricity consumption are shown in the table below

However the Council has:

· organised members briefing and awareness events;
· run a conference for local businesses 

A further programme will be developed in conjunction with the Surrey Climate Change Partnership.

Mole Valley District Council, Reigate & Banstead Borough Council and Surrey County Council are some of the employers already participating in the scheme, which currently represents 45,000 employees.  Joining Easit means that various transportation initiatives are designed around the needs of the businesses and employees themselves.  These include a 20% discount on public transport, a car share website, discounts at local retailers, charity events and family cycle days amongst many others.  Joining Easit would support both the 10:10 campaign and Plan E”.
