A copy of the draft Policy Book 2010/11 was issued to all Members in January 2010.

A copy of the Fees and Charges and a capital programme summary for all policy committees was circulated separately to Members last week.
Full details of the service savings options were attached to the estimates reports on the policy committee agendas in January.  These can be accessed on the Council’s Intranet (IRIS).  A full set can also be inspected in the Members’ Room but can be made available to Members on request.
Recommendations to the Budget and Council Tax report have been prepared on the basis of precepts recommended for Surrey County Council (SCC) and the Surrey Police Authority (SPA).  Decisions are being made by the County Council and the Police Authority on 8 and 9 February 2010 and consequently these items may be subject to amendment.

At the meeting of the Council on 15 December 2010 the following motion was formally moved by Councillor Nigel Pavey and seconded by Councillor Julie Morris:-
“This Council agrees to undertake a review of those organisations who were accustomed to using the Town Hall for meetings free of charge until the change in arrangements earlier this year. The review would also consider the desirability of a councillor appointment to these organisations, e.g. the Allotments Forum.
In the meanwhile and notwithstanding any further decision on the matter as a result of the suggested review, this Council agrees today that meetings of:
(a) the Allotments Forum and 
(b) the Energy Forum
can be held at the Town Hall free of charge on evenings when there is other council business taking place and the Town Hall is thus already open and staffed.
In support of the Motion it should be noted that:
(i)
The Allotments Forum is currently in the process of agreeing the EEBC Allotments Tenancy Agreement which was found to be unacceptable by some 50% of tenants in 2009 and subsequently abandoned. A number of officers regularly attend these meetings.

(ii)
The Energy Forum is driving forward various council strategies concerning sustainability and has voluntary attendance from some councillors, plus is finding it difficult to sustain a meetings calendar without room provision.

Pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 4, the motion was referred to the Strategy and Resources Committee for consideration and report.  The Council is now asked to consider the motion and related report of the Strategy and Resources Committee (Recommendation 71 J on pages 74 -75).

At the meeting of the Council on 15 December 2010 the following motion was formally moved by Councillor Sean Sullivan and seconded by Councillor William Keen:-

“This council invites the Standing Committee of Residents' Associations to pay to the council, and therefore the local taxpayer, monies that they should have paid for the hire of council accommodation over recent years, but in fact did not pay anything for”

“This Council makes arrangements, in conjunction with the Business Partnership Board, to join the Easit East Surrey Network.  Mole Valley District Council, Reigate & Banstead Borough Council and Surrey County Council are some of the employers already participating in the scheme, which currently represents 45,000 employees.  Joining Easit means that various transportation initiatives are designed around the needs of the businesses and employees themselves.  These include a 20% discount on public transport, a car share website, discounts at local retailers, charity events and family cycle days amongst many others.  Joining Easit would support both the 10:10 campaign and Plan E”.
