Greg’s grandfather was Ralph Lynn a well known actor in the 1920s and 1930s who was recognised for appearing in The Aldwych Farces. He lived in Epsom and when invited to be the guest of honour at the opening of the Odeon Cinema was greeted by a crowd of 4,000 people.
